About The Project (Tuberculosis) 

Key facts 
 A total of 1.3 million people died from TB in 2022 (including 167 000 people with 

HIV). Worldwide, TB is the second leading infectious killer after COVID-19 (above 
HIV and AIDS). 

 In 2022, an estimated 10.6 million people fell ill with tuberculosis (TB) worldwide, 
including 5.8 million men, 3.5 million women and 1.3 million children. TB is present 
in all countries and age groups. TB is curable and preventable. 

 Multidrug-resistant TB (MDR-TB) remains a public health crisis and a health 
security threat. Only about 2 in 5 people with drug resistant TB accessed treatment 
in 2022. 

 Global efforts to combat TB have saved an estimated 75 million lives since the year 
2000. 

 US$ 13 billion is needed annually for TB prevention, diagnosis, treatment and care 
to achieve the global target agreed at the 2018 UN high level-meeting on TB. 

 Ending the TB epidemic by 2030 is among the health targets of the United Nations 
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). 



 

Symptoms 
People with latent TB infection don’t feel sick and aren’t contagious. Only a small 
proportion of people who get infected with TB will get TB disease and symptoms. Babies 
and children are at higher risk. 

 Certain conditions can increase a person’s risk for tuberculosis disease: 
 diabetes (high blood sugar) 
 weakened immune system (for example, HIV or AIDS) 
 being malnourished 
 tobacco use 

 

Unlike TB infection, when a person gets TB disease, they will have symptoms. These may be 
mild for many months, so it is easy to spread TB to others without knowing it. 
 

Common symptoms of TB: 
 

 prolonged cough (sometimes with blood) more than 2 Weeks 
 chest pain 
 weakness 
 fatigue 
 Without reason weight loss 
 Fever (at evening & Night) 
 Night sweats. 

 
The Main objective of the project is:- 
 

 To Awareness Generation by public meeting, IEC program, distribution of leaflet & 
Pumplets under aforesaid block in the district of Raebareli for creating health care 
awareness regarding Tuberculosis.  

 To provide Nutrition kit to each beneficiary. 
 To proper follow up of TB patients for their health. 

 

Project area 
 
The Project has been covered all villages of the district of Raebareli.   
 
Health care facilities for TB Patients in a large number of villages of the district are found deficient 
and the general study conducted by the organization has enabled the selection of the aforesaid 
Block for the purpose of the project.  Here the people are generally low income groups and health 
seeking behavior is at the lowest ebb.
